Space deterrence loday
is Q topic of great imporfance ond polential consequence. Space delerrence ond
nuctear deferrence (like cyber delerrence) are all subsets of the larger concept of
delerrence. Delerrence, with compellence, is part of a larger concept that Thomas
Schelling lerms “coercion,” or the effort 1o influence Gdversary decision-making
ocross all domains. This issue is complex given the different dynamics, and interests,
in the three different dornains. Bul seeking fo disoggregate these three crilical
domains artificially will only confuse the mafter ond lead fo disadvantageous and
possibly dangerous approaches. An infegrated approach is thus essenlial, both in
concept and policy. Given this lorger relationship, the key area o explore is how
spoce factors inle deterrence, ond how space policy, posture, ond operafions
strengthen or undermine overall deferrence (including in the nuclear domain) .
Unfortunately, while heretofore understudied, space deterrence is not simply a lesser
included case of nuclear delerrence. UL S -Soviet nuclear relations during the Cold
War may offer lessons but also confrosts in many respects. At this paint, af lest,
formal arms conirol approoches that have worked effeciively in the nuclear domain
seem unlikely fo be readily ond produclively ironsferred to the spoce or cyber
domains. Given that realily, opproaches that do nol require formal arms conirol
agreemenis may merit academic study and analysis.
